By establishing anatyic
learning environment and exposing the cadets tariaty of
aircraft construction and maintenance functionsy thill be
inspired to further pursue learning in this progranea.

Host countries include: Australia, Belgiu@zech
Republic, France, Germany, Hong Kong, Israel, Néthes, New
Zealand, South Korea, Switzerland, Turkey, Unitedgdom and
United States of America.

Prerequisites: Must be min 17 by 1 Aug 16, be medically and
physically fit, have completed Level Five trainibg 30 Jun 16,
and be admissible as a visitor to the destinatiamtry.

24. Staff Cadet Opportunities (Advanced Training)

Staff cadets are the NCOs of the Cadet Trainingtr€en A staff
cadet can assist the officer staff with the ingtaincand supervision
of cadets, or might be tasked in an administrabvelogistical

support role. Rank and pay for staff cadets depgpoh the
position; this is usually determined during a poese training and
evaluation period.

1. All cadets applying for Air cadet summer trainingush
meet the prerequisites in CATO 51-01, Annex B, andmit an
application for summer training. These applicatians submitted
using FORTRESS - The National Administration Systiemthe
CCO, and are completed for cadets through theia@agu staff.
Additionally, senior cadets applying for a Natior@burse must
complete a National Course Application and provatklitional
documentation for the selection process. Cadetlyiagpfor any
music courses must submit their application throeGIRTRESS.

Note: due to the remote location of some Cadet Traitegtres
(CTCs), cadets with severe allergies or other nadionditions that
may require rapid medical attention may be predudem
attending certain courses.

2. Applicants must have parent/guardian consent amst be
recommended by their Commanding Officer (CO). Gadet must
have successfully completed the required trainexgll and also
meet any other prerequisite(s) specific to the se(s) for which
the application is made. A cadet’'s 19th birthdaystoccur after
the return travel date. In all cases, the cadetstnhave
demonstrated an interest in, and aptitude for,hé&rrtair cadet
training. A cadet enrolled after 31 Mar 16 canbetcredited with
completing a training level by 30 Jun 16. Cadet® weport for
summer training and are found not to meet courseepuisites
may be re-coursed or returned to unit, at the eiger of the CTC
CO. See CATO 51-01, Annex B, for detailed courdermation.

3. Cadets are selected for a National Course by adboar
comprised of officials from the Air Cadet League G&nada
(Ontario or North Western Ontario Provincial Contee) and
officers appointed by the Regional Cadet Suppoiit (Pentral).
Selections for these courses follow strict critetiieat consider
length of cadet service, rank, training level, pvag summer
training, school marks, general knowledge, drespodment,
motivation, interest and aptitude. In order to eaté these
attributes, cadets must submit a 500-600 word ewittarrative, a
copy of their school transcript, and a copy of ithegidet training
record. Further, some courses require attendingtarview board,
and successfully passing a qualifying examinatidhe applicable
Air Cadet League Provincial Committee provides itda
instructions that are available either on-lineronf Squadron staff.
The Ontario Provincial Committee publishes a Natlo@ourse
Handbook to all squadrons detailing the NationaliGe selection
process for their area of responsibility. Nationaburse
applications are submitted through the Squadronaaegrocessed
at their League Provincial Committee (OPC or NWGice.
Selections for National courses are completed astification is
provided to Squadrons by 31 Mar 16.

4. The Regional Cadet Music Training Officer is resgible
for selecting cadets for music training. All othelections for
Regional courses are made at the Area Cadet Detstbm
Selections are based on area allocations, previmasing
performance, and the Squadron CO'’s recommendation.

5. A training bonus of $10 per day is paid to evergetafor
each day of training they complete (to a weekly imaxn of $60,
and a course maximum of $360). Depending on theseoand
CTC, this may be paid upon completion of the cqueseportions
